2. I wall remember that children participate to have fun
and that the game s for youth, not adults.

3. I wall inform the coach of any physical disabality or
ailment that may affect the safety of my chld or the
safety of others.

10. I wall teach my chuld that dong one’s best 1s more
important than winmng, so that my chuld will never
feel defeated by the outcome of a game or
his'’her performance.

11. I wall prause my chuld for competing faurly and
trying hard, and make my chuld feel like 3 winner
every tume.
